You can show your re-
spect by touching your hand or tallit to the Torah and kissing it that way, or just by 
raising your hand from afar in the direction of the Torah. Or, you can visit the Torahs 
in the Hechal after the Services. Please follow these rules during your visits to the 
Torahs in the Hechal after services as well. Thank you for your consideration and co-
operation.
